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ORDINANCE NO. 11239

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, SO AS TO REZONE A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 7380 APPLEGATE LANE, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM R-1 RESIDENTIAL ZONE TO O-1 OFFICE ZONE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, be and the same hereby is amended so as to rezone:

A tract of land located at 7380 Applegate Lane.  Lot 6, Corrective Plat of Applegate Subdivision, Plat Book 42, Page 324, ROHC, as described in Deed Book 6053, Page 597, ROHC.  Tax Map 158E-C-003.15.

from R-1 Residential Zone to O-1 Office Zone.



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this rezoning shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
Prior to any improvements to the property, a site plan shall be submitted to the RPA at a minimum scale of 1 inch = 30 feet.  Site plans shall document the building footprint, any easements, existing/proposed parking areas, curb-cut/access, existing trees/shrubs, proposed landscaping, and sign locations.




2.
Limited to professional offices, medical or dental offices, and clinics only.




3.
Any new buildings or structures shall be no taller than 2 stories in height.




4.
Existing buildings shall be retained.




5.
Signs shall be ground mounted, no more than 3 feet in height above grade, and have a maximum square footage of 12 sq ft., and not be internally lighted.



6.
Lots 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 of the Applegate Subdivision shall maintain a minimum 20 feet undisturbed natural buffer, except to plant additional vegetation, where they abut Lots 40, 41 and 42 of the Concord Highlands Subdivision Unit 2 (known as the Concord Highlands Neighborhood).  No grading, paving or clearing of vegetation in this buffer.  Within this buffer, a screen shall be installed consisting of evergreen trees spaced a maximum of ten (10) feet on-center along the rear property lines of Lots 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 of the Applegate Subdivision where they abut Lots 40, 41 and 42 of the Concord Highlands Subdivision Unit 2.  Loss of any existing trees within the natural buffer exceeding six (6) inches in caliper shall be replaced with evergreen trees with a minimum height of eight (8) feet on a one to one basis.  Section and installation of screening trees shall be according to the Plan Installation Specifications section (Section 155.07) of the Chattanooga Landscape Ordinance.



7.
Parking.  No more than four (4) off-street parking spaces within the front yard of each building.  The following conditions apply to Lots 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 ONLY and are intended to minimize the amount of parking surface areas and to screen any visible parking from the abutting Concord Highlands neighborhood to the rear:

(a)
No more than one (1) off-street parking space within the side yard of each building.

(b)
No parking is permitted in the rear of the buildings.



(c)
No shared parking areas shall be permitted.



(d)
Parking shall be setback at least 30 feet from the rear property line.



Edges of new parking areas shall be landscaped with shrubs and trees at a minimum rate of 1 shrub (3 gallon) per 50 sq. ft. of new parking area (including driving lanes) and 1 tree (2 inch diameter minimum) per 200 sq. ft. of new parking area (including driving lanes).  All required landscaping should be planted within twenty (20) feet of the parking area.  Existing trees and shrubs within twenty (20) feet of the parking area may count toward the planting requirements.  Trees may be any of the Class I or II Shade Tree specimens as listed in the Chattanooga Landscape Ordinance.



Use of shared parking on adjacent vacant lots, excluding Lots 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 of the Applegate Subdivision is encouraged to meet off-street parking requirements.



Lots 21 and/or 20 of the Applegate Subdivision shall provide a minimum of 33 shared parking spaces or less as determined by the City Traffic Engineer to meet the off-site parking needs of Lots 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 of the Applegate Subdivision.



8.
No dumpsters or outside storage of materials is permitted.



9.
Lot access shall be a maximum of one curb cut per lot with a building.



10.
Exterior lighting shall be directed away from the Concord Highlands neighborhood to the rear and shall be shielded to direct light downward.



11.
All existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
