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ORDINANCE NO. 11255

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, SO AS TO REZONE A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 4709 BONNY OAKS DRIVE, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM R-1 RESIDENTIAL ZONE, R-2 RESIDENTIAL ZONE AND M-1 MANUFACTURING ZONE TO O-1 OFFICE ZONE AND FROM C-2 CONVENIENCE COMMERCIAL ZONE TO M-2 LIGHT INDUSTRIAL ZONE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, be and the same hereby is amended so as to rezone:

To be rezoned from R-1, R-2, and M-1 to O-1:
A tract of land located at 4709 Bonnie Oaks Drive.  Beginning on the west line of Jersey Pike, 440 feet ± from the northwest corner of Jersey Pike and Bonny Oaks Drive, thence 180.83 feet northeast along Jersey Pike, thence 397.66 feet northwest, thence 237.96 feet southwest, thence 389.75 feet to the point of beginning, being part of Lot 1, Corrective Plat, Scottie Benton Subdivision, Plat Book 67, Page 71, ROHC, being part of the property described in Deed Book 5958, Page 766, ROHC.  Tax Map 129I-L-014.

To be rezoned from R-1, R-2, and C-2 to M-2: 

A tract of land located at 4709 Bonnie Oaks Drive. To find the true point of beginning, start on the west line of Jersey Pike, 620 feet ± from the northwest corner of Jersey Pike and Bonny Oaks Drive, thence 397.66 feet northwest to the true point of beginning, thence 677.33 feet northwest, thence 481.91 feet southwest, thence some 928 feet southeast, thence 87.41 feet northeast, thence237.96 feet northeast to the true point of beginning, being part of the property described in Deed Book 5958, Page 766, ROHC.  Tax Map 129I-L-014.

from  R-1 Residential Zone, R-2 Residential Zone and M-1 Manufacturing Zone to O-1 Office Zone and from R-1 Residential Zone, R-2 Residential Zone and C-2 Convenience Commercial Zone to M-2 Light Industrial Zone. 



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this rezoning shall be subject to the following conditions:

CONDITIONS FOR THE ENTIRE SITE:

1.
A site plan, drawn at a minimum scale of 1 inch = 30 ft., shall be submitted to and approved by the Chief Building Official staff, before any permits are issued for the construction of any new buildings or structures. 



The site plan shall show the locations of such buildings or structures; existing and proposed easements; existing and proposed parking areas; existing and proposed curb-cuts; location of existing and proposed trees/shrubs and other landscape features; location of existing and proposed signs; and location and design of noise barriers.

CONDITIONS FOR THAT PART OF THE SITE BEING ZONED FROM R-1, R-2, AND C-2 to M-2, AS SHOWN ON EXHIBIT I (attached):

1.
A fifty-eight (58) foot buffer of existing vegetation shall be left along the R-1 zone and the northern property line. This includes the eight (8) foot existing utility easement. 

2.
Provide a thirty (30) feet deep (as measured towards the interior of the property from the west property line) landscape yard along the shared property line planted with:

(a)
Evergreen trees spaced a maximum of ten (10) feet on-center and two (2) staggered rows {spaced a maximum of seven (7) feet apart} of shrubs spaced a maximum of eight (8) feet on-center, and two (2) rows of shade trees spaced a maximum of thirty-five (35) feet on-center.

(b)
All plantings shall meet the installation and planting size requirements specified in the Plant Installation Specifications section and shall be maintained as provided in the Landscape Provisions of the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance.

(c)
No grading shall be permitted within the landscaped buffer area, except for the replacement of any dead trees or shrubs exceeding 6" in caliber.  Said replacements shall be evergreen trees, with a minimum height of 8' to be replaced on a 1:1 basis.

3.
All plantings shall be installed and inspected before the final certificate of occupancy is issued.  Said site plan shall be submitted and approved by the City Building Official staff before any building or any land disturbing activity begins on the site.



4.
A six (6) foot high chain link security fence shall be constructed to the inside of the buffer for the full length of the M-2 Zone.  Said fence shall be topped with an extension consisting of three strands of barbed wire facing to the inside of the property.



5.
A ten (10) foot high noise barrier wall shall be constructed from building-to-building where truck parking or maneuvering space occurs. The noise barrier shall not be constructed over the existing twenty-foot sanitary sewer easement.  The owner shall furnish a sound engineering report that will certify that the barrier will be effective in the abatement of any noise generating activity from the development.



6.
No driveways shall be constructed between the development and the R-1 Zoned property to the north.



7.
Air-conditioning units, air compressors or other noise generating equipment associated with proposed buildings shall be placed either on the east, west or south sides of the buildings only.



8.
No rooftop-mounted HVAC equipment shall be permitted on proposed buildings.



9.
The height of the building, equipment, and any accessory structure shall be limited to twenty-five (25) feet. This height shall be measured from the average finished ground level adjoining the building at all exterior walls.




10.
Exterior lighting shall be directed away from the R-1 Zone and not exceed the height of the building.

11.
Use of the M-2 Zone on this site shall be limited to Jewelry Manufacturing and/or Warehousing.



12.
All existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
