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ORDINANCE NO. 11321

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, SO AS TO REZONE A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 201 CHICKAMAUGA ROAD AND 107 AIKEN ROAD, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM R-1 RESIDENTIAL ZONE TO C-2 CONVENIENCE COMMERCIAL ZONE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, be and the same hereby is amended so as to rezone:

A tract of land located at 201 Chickamauga Road and 107 Aiken Road.  Lots 17, 18, and 19, Map of Lee Highway Place as shown in Deed Book Z, Volume 29, Page 446, ROHC, as described in Deed Book 6239, Page 679, and Deed Book 6229, Page 681, ROHC.  Tax Map 158H-A-014 and 015.

from R-1 Residential Zone to C-2 Convenience Commercial Zone except for all but 35 feet west of and parallel to Chickamauga Avenue.



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this rezoning shall be subject to the following conditions:

1.
A 30' landscaped area consisting of evergreen trees located inside the C-2 zoned property where the property abuts the area to be zoned R-1 with conditions; together with the required detention area.

2.
Along the Aiken Road property line the street yard requirements of the Landscape Ordinance shall be substituted with evergreen trees planted on a maximum of 20' on center.

3.
Type B landscaping requirements of the Landscape Ordinance along the north property line with all tree requirements to be substituted with evergreen trees.

4.
All lighting shall be directed downward and away from any residences or residentially zoned property.

5.
A 6' high plastic fence along Aiken Road and the north property line to be located inside the landscape areas.

6.
One (1) curb cut shall be permitted on Aiken Road to be located no closer than 60' from Chickamauga Road; said cut shall be subject to review and approval of the City of Chattanooga Traffic Engineer.

7.
An irrigation plan, for the required landscaped areas, shall be submitted to and approved by City of Chattanooga Landscape Department.

8.
Stormwater detention to be located within the C-2 area shall be approved by Stormwater Management.

Deny C-2 and approve R-1 Residential Zone with Conditions for 35 feet west of and parallel to Chickamauga Avenue, subject to the following conditions:

9.
No curb cuts on Chickamauga Road.

10.
Along the Aiken Road property line the street yard requirements of the Landscape Ordinance shall be substituted with evergreen trees planted on a maximum of 20' on center.

11.
Type B landscaping requirements of the Landscape Ordinance along the north property line with all tree requirements to be substituted with evergreen trees.

12.
All lighting shall be directed downward and away from any residences or residentially zoned property.

13.
A 6' high plastic fence along Aiken Road, Chickamauga Road & the north property line to be located inside the landscape areas.

14.
An irrigation plan, for the required landscaped areas, shall be submitted to and approved by City of Chattanooga Landscape Department.

15.
Type A landscaped buffer meeting the requirements of the Landscape Ordinance to be placed in the remaining R-1 portion of the property along Chickamauga Road.  All required trees to be composed of evergreens within this area. 




The revised legal description is as follows:

Properties located at 201 Chickamauga Road and 107 Aiken Road.  Properties to be rezoned C-2 with conditions:  Lot 19 and the western 115 feet of lot 17 and 18, Map of Lee Highway Place as shown in Deed Book Z, Volume 29, Page 446, ROHC, as described in Deed Book 6239, Page 679, and Deed Book and 6229, Page 681, ROHC.  Tax Map 158H-A-014 and 015 .

Properties to be rezoned R-1 with conditions: 

The eastern 35 feet of lot 17 and 18, Map of Lee Highway Place as shown in Deed Book Z, Volume 29, Page 446, ROHC, as described in Deed Book 6239, Page 679, and Deed Book and 6229, Page 681, ROHC.  Tax Map 158H-A-014.



16.
All existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
