SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby closed and abandoned a portion of the opened 200 blocks of 2nd Street and Lookout Street, more particularly described below and as shown on the map attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference:

To find the point of beginning start at the southeast corner of an unplatted tract of land located at 215 Lookout Street thence northwest following the east line of said property 160.92 feet, thence northwest 22 feet, thence northeast 20.98 feet, thence continuing along the west line of said property 163.87 to a point in the south line of 2nd Street, thence following a curve northeast 67.86 feet, thence northeast 16.39 feet, thence following a curve southeast 51.86 feet, thence following a curve southeast 189.22 feet, thence following a curve southwest 30.76 feet, thence following a curve southwest 120.72 feet, thence westwardly 12.15 feet to the east line of an unplatted tract of land located at 215 Lookout Street, the point of beginning.   Tax Map 135M-B-006.

SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this closure and abandonment shall be subject to Tennessee American Water Company and Chattanooga Gas Company retaining their respective easements in the full width of the existing right-of-way.

SECTION 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
