A RESOLUTION ADOPTING AN AMENDMENT FOR CLARIFICATIONS AND PRACTICALITY TO THE STREET NUMBERING AND ADDRESSING POLICY FOR THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA.

WHEREAS, pursuant to T.C.A. §13-4-104, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission is responsible for address assignment and maintenance; and


WHEREAS, addressing assignment and maintenance is one of the important local governmental services; and


WHEREAS, an accurate and consistent addressing system enables community law enforcement, fire, rescue, postal delivery and other service agencies to operate effectively; and



WHEREAS, a standard addressing system is convenient for accessing various government and business records; and


WHEREAS, that the Street Numbering and Addressing Policy was originally adopted by the City of Chattanooga City Council as Resolution No. 21472 on July 29, 1997; and


WHEREAS, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission, on September 14, 1998, recommended to the City of Chattanooga City Council, the Hamilton County Commission, the Mayor and Council of the City of East Ridge, the Mayor and Commission of the City of Lakesite, the Mayor and Commission of the Town of Lookout Mountain, the Mayor and Commission of the City of Red Bank, the Mayor and Commission of the City of Ridgeside, and the Board of Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Walden, that the attached amended Regional Addressing Policy be adopted and implemented  for clarification and practicality;
