A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A JOINT CONTRACT WITH THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AND HAMILTON COUNTY FOR A TWO MILLION, EIGHT HUNDRED FORTY-FOUR THOUSAND, ONE HUNDRED SIXTY DOLLAR ($2,844,160.00) TEA-21 GRANT FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF ADDITIONAL SEGMENTS OF THE TENNESSEE RIVERPARK TRAIL.



WHEREAS, a Federal TEA-21 grant in the amount of $2,844,160 has been awarded to the City of Chattanooga and Hamilton County by the Tennessee Department of Transportation for the construction of additional segments of the Riverpark Trail; and



WHEREAS, this project will fund walkways and associated improvements between the Phase I Fishing Park and the Rowing Center; and



WHEREAS, the City’s $355,520 share of the match is budgeted;

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Mayor be and is hereby authorized to execute a joint contract, a copy of which is available upon request, with the Tennessee Department of Transportation and Hamilton County for a $2,844,160 TEA-21 grant for the construction of additional segments of the Tennessee Riverpark Trail.
