RESOLUTION NO. 22743

A RESOLUTION AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 22183  AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A GRANT AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY, TENNESSEE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY FOR THE ACQUISITION, DEMOLITION AND REMOVAL OF FIFTEEN (15) REPETITIVELY FLOODED PROPERTIES ALONG ASTER AVENUE, WITH THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA’S SHARE TO NOT EXCEED ONE HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS ($150,000.00).

WHEREAS, The City Council of the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee on July 6, 1999, passed Resolution No. 22183 authorizing the Mayor to execute a Grant Agreement with the State of Tennessee, Department of Military, Tennessee Emergency Management Agency for the acquisition, demolition and removal of thirteen (13)  repetitively flooded properties along Aster Avenue, with the City of Chattanooga’s share not to exceed $98,135.50 (12.5% of project application); and

WHEREAS, there is a need to execute an amended Grant Agreement with the State of Tennessee, Department of Military, Tennessee Emergency Management Agency for the acquisition, demolition and removal of an additional two (2) repetitively flooded properties along Aster Avenue, with the City of Chattanooga’s total amended share not to exceed $150,000.00 (12.5% of project application);

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Mayor be and is hereby authorized to execute an amended Grant Agreement with the State of Tennessee, Department of Military, Tennessee Emergency Management Agency for the acquisition, demolition and removal of a total of fifteen (15) repetitively flooded properties along Aster Avenue, with the City of Chattanooga’s total share not to exceed $150,000.00 (12.5% of project application).
