WHEREAS, With the overflow parking from surrounding developments, the Fortwood Neighborhood Association has requested that the City Council consider its request for an analysis of the zoning, land use and traffic circulation in and around the Fortwood Neighborhood/UTC area; and


WHEREAS, With the conversion of McCallie Avenue from one-way to two-way traffic could change other travel patterns in the Fortwood/UTC area; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Agency be and is hereby directed to review the area generally bound on the east by O’Neal Street, the north by 4th Street and the west UTC greenway (old Railroad) and the south by McCallie Avenue, and report on any necessary action on zoning and/or traffic circulation changes required to address the needs of the Fortwood Neighborhood Association and the University of Tennessee at Chattanooga.
