INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN

THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA

AND

HAMILTON COUNTY, TENNESSEE


WHEREAS, the parties to this Agreement are authorized to enter into an Interlocal Agreement for the mutual benefit of their respective citizens pursuant to T.C.A. § 5-1-113; and


WHEREAS, Hamilton County, Tennessee has agreed that it will reimburse the City of Chattanooga for certain purchases of approved communication equipment from Homeland Security Grants provided to Hamilton County, Tennessee by the United States government; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

In consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter stated, the City of Chattanooga and Hamilton County, Tennessee do hereby agree as follows:

1.  Hamilton County, Tennessee will reimburse the City of Chattanooga for the sum of Sixty-Two Thousand Five Hundred and 00/100 Dollars ($62,500.00), following the City’s purchase of the following approved communication equipment during fiscal year 2003-2004. 2.  The City of Chattanooga shall purchase the above communication equipment through normal bidding procedures for public purchases as required by the State law of Tennessee.

3.  Following the purchase of the above listed equipment, the City of Chattanooga shall forward and request for payment in the amount of $62,500.00 to the Finance Administrator for Hamilton County, Tennessee for reimbursement.

4.  Hamilton County, Tennessee agrees to reimburse the City of Chattanooga on or before June 1, 2004 for any communication equipment purchased pursuant to this Agreement.

5.  The parties agree that the terms of this Agreement are specifically enforceable in the event of a breach by either party.  The parties agree that any action to enforce the terms of this Agreement shall be brought in the Chancery Court for Hamilton County, Tennessee and that any amendments to this Agreement during this term must be in writing and must be authorized by the legislative bodies of the City of Chattanooga and the Hamilton County Commission by resolution.

6.  The parties agree that this Interlocal Agreement will be enforced and interpreted according to the laws of the State of Tennessee.
