WHEREAS, Native Americans were the first residents of the City of Chattanooga; and

WHEREAS, There are still a large number of Native American Indians who are citizens that live and work in and around the City of Chattanooga; and

WHEREAS, Native American Indians are known to have made many contributions that have enhanced freedom, prosperity and greatness throughout our history in America today; and

WHEREAS, Native American Indians have played a vital role in the life and history of the City of Chattanooga, the State of Tennessee, and our country; and

WHEREAS, Native American Indians have made advances in the growth and development of the City of Chattanooga, first through history and now through human and natural resources; and

WHEREAS, Native American Indians have made significant contributions and will continue to make contributions to the development and preservation of our beautiful city through business, education, the arts and other areas that have made the City of Chattanooga a good place in which to live; and

WHEREAS, Native American Indians have given so much history to the scenic city by helping to  preserve the many historical places that are still available to the public for it's citizens to see and visit; and

WHEREAS, Native American Indians should forever continue to be acknowledged as a people of great dignity, perseverance and pride; and

WHEREAS, Many of these contributions made by Native American Indians are unknown and unrecognized by many citizens of the City of Chattanooga.
NOW, THEREFORE,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the entire month of November be and is hereby proclaimed “Native American Month” in the City of Chattanooga.  The Chattanooga City Council and Mayor Ron Littlefield hereby issue a proclamation calling upon the people of the City of Chattanooga to observe the month by visiting local Native American historic sites and to acknowledge Native American Indians as a people that have given much to the history of the scenic city and are people of great dignity, perseverance, and pride.
