WHEREAS, this Agreement will be guided by the principles of equality, mutual benefit
and respect, seeking to strengthen direct contacts between business entities, intending to develop
long-term economic, scientific, technical, cultural, and tourist cooperation; and

with the laws of Ukraine and the USA, existing international agreements, and the content of this
Agreement.

to promote the principles of equality, mutual benefit and respect, seeking to strengthen direct
contacts between business entities, intending to develop long-term economic, scientific,

technical, cultural, and tourist cooperation.

The city of Trostyanets (Ukraine),
represented by Mayor Yuriy Bova, and the city
of Chattanooga (USA), represented by Mayor
Tim Kelly, being the Parties to this Agreement,
guided by the principles of equality, mutual
benefit and respect, seeking to strengthen direct
contacts between business entities, intending to
develop long-term economic, scientific,
technical, cultural, and tourist cooperation, the
Parties have reached an understanding on
cooperation in accordance with the laws of
Ukraine and USA, existing international
agreements and the content of this Agreement.

1. Main spheres of cooperation

Both Parties recognize that cooperation
between  peoples  contributes to  the
rapprochement of people of different countries,
the exchange of experience, and the solution of
contemporary problems of society.

Both Parties shall establish mutual
cooperation in the following areas:
- urban development, regional planning, and
environmental protection;
- support for economic initiatives, management
and development of transport, communications,
science, technology, healthcare, education, and
job creation;
- creating conditions for improving the social
security of the population;
- culture, tourism, and sports, which includes:
the exchange of artistic groups and artists,
participation in festivals, other cultural events,
and sports competitions, organization of training
courses and seminars for cultural workers and
figures, as well as joint participation in festivals,
sports competitions, and other similar projects;
- preparing and implementing measures to
improve the efficiency of municipal urban
financial systems;
- exchange of experience in improving the
structure and functions of the city council;
- establishing close contacts between young
people and youth organizations;

2. Cooperation in the sphere of economy

Both Parties, in order to make full use of
the prospects offered by scientific and
technological ~ progress and  economic
advantages of the respective regions, shall
promote the expansion and deepening of long-
term cooperation in the field of industrial
production, trade, telecommunications,
transport, and agriculture.

Both Parties shall promote cooperation in
the field of economy, including between firms
located in  Trostyanets (Ukraine) and
Chattanooga (USA),
through:

- exchange of economic information;

- facilitating the participation of enterprises of
both cities in fairs, exhibitions, and congresses;
- facilitating the location of industrial and
commercial enterprises, organizations, and
services in both cities;

- exchange of information and support on
economic management issues;

- promoting technological transfer through the
establishment of joint ventures;

- ensuring favorable conditions for mutual
investments.

Both Parties shall, within their respective
capabilities, facilitate the establishment of
contacts in the field of finance and banking.

Both  Parties support the  further
development and intensification of cooperation
of  economic  associations, industrial,
commercial, craft chambers, and subsidiaries,
trading houses in both Trostyanets (Ukraine)
and Chattanooga (USA).

Both Parties agree that tourism and sports
can make an important contribution to the
comprehensive development and deepening of
bilateral ties. The Parties shall, within the limits
of their capabilities, promote further
development of tourism and the exchange of
experience between specialists in this field, as
well as the exchange of sports delegations.

3. Cooperation in the management sphere

Both Parties shall cooperate in the field of
urban management, planning and functioning of
cities, and exchange experience and
information, including on the study of the
legislation of both countries.

At the same time, both Parties particularly
support the exchange of information in the
following areas
- urban development and planning;

- urban infrastructure and transportation;
- health care development;
- environmental protection (improvement of

water quality, construction of treatment
facilities, soil remediation, reduction of air
pollution)

- landscaping;

- construction (reconstruction, modernization of
road, surface, and underground construction);

- protection in case of disasters, fires, and
emergencies.

The main goal is to establish an exchange of
experience and support in establishing contacts
between specialists from Trostyanets (Ukraine)
and Chattanooga (USA).

4. Cooperation in the sphere of culture and
education

Both cities, as centers of culture, carry out
comprehensive exchanges in the field of culture
and art, which is crucial for the mutual
enrichment and rapprochement of people.

The two sides are strengthening cooperation
in the field of culture by organizing
performances by artists, theater, and music
groups, and familiarizing themselves with
national customs and traditions. It is also
envisaged to jointly organize Days of Culture,
film festivals, art, and other exhibitions, and
festivals.

Both Parties shall assist each other in
organizing scientific seminars, conferences, and
working meetings of specialists, and encourage
the exchange of scientists, researchers,
specialists and trainees, scientific and technical
information, documentation, and literature in the

compliance with the current national legislation
of the Parties.

5. Cooperation in the sphere of health
care

Both Parties shall cooperate in the field of
public health, including the organization of
production of environmentally friendly food and
control over compliance with the established
standards during their delivery to consumers,
provide each other with information on the state
of the market and the possibility of supplying
medicines, medical equipment and other
medical devices, and facilitate the provision of
advisory assistance to the population of the other
Party.

The Parties shall promote activities aimed at
solving healthcare problems at joint forums and
working meetings of specialists.

6. Cooperation in the sphere of public
safety

Both Parties shall create favorable
conditions for cooperation between law
enforcement agencies.

Representatives of the services of the
Parties shall cooperate within their competence
in compliance with the laws of their respective
states, and international treaties, including those
regulating the provision of legal assistance in
ensuring the maintenance of public order, and
shall exchange experience in the establishment
and functioning of municipal police.

7. General provisions

Both Parties shall promote the development
of projects that, in accordance with the
Agreement, specify the development of
cooperation between the executive authorities of
the cities.

Exchange and cooperation will be conducted
on normal terms:

- The sending party shall bear the transportation
costs;

- The receiving party shall bear the costs of the
stay.

The same number of delegations (groups)
shall participate in the exchange programs
during each calendar year, and the same number
of members shall participate in them.

By mutual agreement of the Parties, in
certain cases, a different procedure for
reimbursement of expenses and determination
of the number of delegations and their
composition is possible.

In addition, the terms and conditions of
individual projects may be agreed upon by

additional agreements, memorandums and
protocols.
8. Final provisions
Amendments and additions to this

Agreement shall be submitted in writing by
agreement of the Parties and shall be formalized
by separate protocols, which shall constitute an
integral part of this Agreement.

This Agreement shall be subject to approval
by the Trostyanets City Council and the
Municipality of Chattanooga within 6 months
from the date of signing and shall enter into
force one month after the date of its approval by
both Parties.

The Parties shall notify each other of the
approval of this Agreement in writing within 15
days after the relevant decision.

The Parties agree that from the moment of
signing, within the period necessary for the
entry into force of this Agreement, there are no
obstacles to its implementation based on
separate agreements of the Parties reached with
due regard to the provisions of this Agreement.

This Agreement shall be valid for 5 years.
The Agreement will be automatically extended
for the next five-year periods unless either Party
notifies the other Party in writing of its intention
to terminate this Agreement six months before
the expiration of the Agreement.

The termination of this Agreement shall not
adversely affect the implementation of programs
and projects initiated during the period of its
validity and unfinished at the time of its
termination.

Misunderstandings that may arise in the
interpretation and application of this Agreement
shall be resolved through mutual consultations
and negotiations between the Parties.
